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In 1775, Paul Revere of Boston made his now-famous horseback ride warning colonists of an

impending attack by the British. This event went largely unnoticed in history until Longfellow

celebrated it in a poem in 1861. So who was Paul Revere? In addition to being an American patriot,

he was a skilled silversmith and made false teeth from hippo tusks! This biography, with

black-and-white illustrations throughout, brings to life Paul Revere's thrilling ride as well as the

personal side of the man and the exciting times in which he lived.
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I just read this book.It "dumbs down" the reader terribly. Makes Paul Revere into a guy who just

gained fame through Longfellow's poem "The Midnight Ride of Paul Revere". I was quite offended

by this author's depiction of him. So shallow.If you want your children to have a healthy respect for

this admirable patriot who gave so much to found The Republic of United States of America stay

away from this book. I wanted this to be great. We took our 8yr old grandson to see his home in

Boston and learned Paul Revere died on May 10th--our grandson's birthday. He was instantly

"connected" and wanted to know more. Esther Forbes account of Paul Revere is far superior.

Another great kids book of the same period ---"JOHNNY TREMAIN". A fictional account of a young



boy who through mis-fortune becomes a courier for storied patriots we know so well, Hancock -

John Adams- Sam Adams etc.etc.
