| too like others were disappointed that it is definately a misnomer - it is NOT a pattern a day at all,
often the patterns run for up to 4 days at a time (and the weekend days count as one). So really
supposedly 6 patterns a week, but then that gets down to 3 or so with the multiple days they run
over. Plus | have seen some free online too. So overall disappointing. At least there are still patterns

to make at the end of the "days".
